Videographer (1-4)- Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Would prefer that these volunteers commit to EVERY GAME, if possible. Coaches will train all potential volunteers on what is required for filming the games. Game film is used during practices to help the students improve each week. One videographer needed for Frosh/JV games and four videographers needed for varsity games. Arrival time will always be 30 minutes prior to scheduled game time. 
Photographer (1)- Volunteer must be 18+ of age.Take pictures during the game from the field. Upload pictures to a shared team site for parents to view. Arrival time will be 30 minutes prior to scheduled game time. 
Frosh Post-Away Game Meals (7) - Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Help set up, serve and clean up post-game meals for teams for away games. The more volunteers, the quicker players are fed. Meet Team Parent on the visitor side of the field at the end of 4th quarter.
Chain Gang (4)- Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Volunteer at your OWN CHILD'S GAME. The chain gang consists of two people who hold the sticks separated by the 10-yard chain and two people who hold the down marker at the line of scrimmage. If you are a part of the chain gang you need to be ready to move and pay attention to officials and refrain from cheering on the sidelines. ***Coaches will provide more detailed instructions prior to the game. Please arrive 30 minutes prior to game
Spirit Wear Sales (2)-  Help sell spirit wear during the game. Responsible for handling money and keeping merchandise neat and organized. Arrival time is 30 minutes prior to game time. 
Concessions (2)- Arrival time is 30 mins before game time. For each home game, 2 adults needed to oversee student volunteers and assist with money management and safely preparing food. Volunteers will help in setting up or taking down food equipment and cleaning up before shift ends.
JV Post-Game Meals (7)- Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Help to serve food to JV team after games. The more volunteers, the quicker players are fed. Meet at side door of concession stand near the end of home games. Meet Team Parent on visitor side of the field at the end of 4th quarter for away games.
Varsity Pre-Game Meals (7)- Help to set up, serve and clean up pre game meals for varsity team during 4th period. The more volunteers, the quicker players are fed. Must arrive at 2:30pm at RBHS on game day.   
Grillers  (1-4)- Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Assist in cooking food on grills to be sold at concessions. Once to four grillers needed per game. 
















Please note: the GIC Fiscal Year runs from 1/1 - 12/31 of the calendar year and the football season itself runs 8/1 - 11/? (this end date depends on CIF wins).
The five GIC Officer positions (President, VP, Concessions, Secretary and Treasurer) run 1 year in length and then need to be voted for again if they decide they want to run, etc. 
The non-officer positions can remain in place longer. Work for the season will end at the end of the calendar year.

Freshman Team Parent: Emails parents with reminders and updates. Help coordinate team dinners for away games. Help to find volunteers to fill any open spots. Help to coordinate end of season banquet

JV Team Parent: Emails parents with reminders and updates. Help coordinate team dinners for away games. Help to find volunteers to fill any open spots. Help to coordinate end of season banquet

Varsity Team Parents (2 preferred):. Emails parents with reminders and updates. Help to find volunteers to fill any open spots. Help to coordinate team meals for home games. Help coordinate Senior Night Posters. Help to coordinate Senior Night  flowers (Junior parent). Help to coordinate the end of season banquet.

Varsity Team Meal Coordinator: Create a weekly meal plan and coordinate with concessions coordinator and manage volunteers. Must be able to help set up on Fridays around 2:15 pm on game days. Examples of meals include restaurant donations, parent volunteer homemade meals or burgers from snack bar. 

Concessions Officer: Coordinate purchase of goods to sell at concession stand. Maintain inventory of goods to sell. Partner with the treasures in disclosing revenue from each game day. Manage and oversee all operations of the concession stand. Time Commitment - 4 or more hours on game day, 2-3 hours a week to shop and re-stock concessions

Visitor Side Concession Stand Lead (2 people preferred): Work closely with Concessions Officer for home games. This person will be responsible for setting up away side concessions table before the JV game at 3:00 pm. And help with tear down and return of cash drawer and supplies to home side at the end of varsity game. 

Grill Manager: Clean grill, purchase propane, make sure grill is set up and  put away and locked up.

Griller: Assist in cooking food at the grills sold at concessions, as needed. Four (4) grillers per shift are very helpful, however, 2-3 is very manageable. If there is only one (1) griller during a shift, grilling becomes more difficult to manage due to the high volume of orders. Bring your aprons!

Concessions Shopper- Will assist and remain in close communication with the Concessions Officer in shopping the week of home games for goods to be sold at concession stand.

Events and Fundraising Lead: Work to find community businesses and restaurants willing to donate food for team dinners and or money in exchange for ads in game day programs. *The actual program is developed and printed by a professional printing company. 

Volunteer Coordinator: Coordinates volunteer sign ups for all games. Manages Sign Up.com site. Sends email reminders to volunteers. Helps manage and supports team parents. Sends email to Athletic director with full list of volunteers for each home game one day prior to scheduled home game by 5 pm. Always include the 5 GIC officers on this list. Athletic Director can be found on the Master Contact List.

Publications Coordinator: Creates a team roster to pass out at first home game. Creates signage for snack bar and other events. *Access to copy machine and laminator helpful.

Fundraising: Work together with parents, volunteers and community to gain RBHS Football sponsors. Strategize realistic ideas for ways to raise money for the GIC to fund the season. Present new ideas to the Board for approval. 
IF ANNA ACCEPTS Concessions Shopper: Volunteers must be 18+ of age. Will assist and remain in close communication with the Concessions Officer in shopping for goods needed for home games.
